We remember our kuia, Hine Murray, with great affection and mourn her 
passing. Hine was a stalwart and strong advocate for Manukau and on her many 
travels around the country she would extol the virtues of her papakainga to all 
those who would listen to her. Hine worked tirelessly for those organisations that 
supported whanau, hapu and iwi and prior to becoming ill, she was the 
President of the Maori Womenôs Welfare League for the Tai Tokerau area.  Our 
Kuia was recognised for her work amongst her people when she was awarded 
the QSM for her commitment.

Richard Peri won the Maori Signs Champion Award at Deaf Aotearoa NZ's 2009 New Zealand Sign 
Language in Action awards. Richard, who is Maori deaf, uses both New Zealand Sign Language and Maori 
signs. He has been involved with the Maori deaf community in Auckland for many years as a tutor at the 
Kelston Deaf Education Centre and as a kaiako in reo rotarota at the Manukau campus of Te Wananga o 
Aotearoa.  Richard is passionate about NZ sign language and Maori sign language, and teaches Maori 
signs to members of the deaf community and to hearing people. The 2009 Sign Language in Action awards 
organised by Deaf Aotearoa NZ, are held annually to acknowledge contributions made to the New Zealand 
deaf community by organisations and individuals throughout the country. The Maori Signs Champion Award 
recognises the hard work of a person who is committed and passionate about promoting the progress of 
Maori signs within New Zealand sign language. The award also recognises leadership qualities within the 
Maori community that have inspired and motivated other Maori. Our congratulations go out to Richard for 
his commitment to this kaupapa and for his achievement.

Rising Ngai Tupoto star   
Daniel Luscombe, from the Ngai Tupoto Marae, recently graduated from Sydneyôs Conservatorium of Music, 
University of Sydney.  Aged 23, he is a classically trained percussionist.  Daniel is a grandson of Pat and 
Clara Murray (nee Young), and son of Wendy and John Luscombe.  He graduated with a Bachelor of Music.  
Daniel has performed and attended master-classes with some of the worldôs finest musicians.  They range 
from rock stars to leading classical figures and include Evelyn Glennie, Gary Burton, Nexus, Robert van Sice, 
Synergy Percussion, Southern Cross Soloists, James Morrison, Tex Perkins, Tommy Emmanuel, and Lalo 
Davila.  Daniel has also supported Human Nature, Vanessa Amorosi, and Debehia Morgan, and has 
performed at Channel Nineôs River Symphony with the Whitlams.  He has been involved with Queensland 
Youth Symphony, Queensland Symphonic Winds, Sydney Symphony Symphonia, Sydney Youth Orchestra 
and SBS Youth Orchestra, including tours of Europe and Asia.  He has also performed with various 
ensembles at the Sydney Conservatorium.  In Danielôs first year of tertiary study he was awarded runner-up at 
the Melbourne Symphony Snare Drum competition. He is fast gaining recognition as a rising star in both 
commercial and classical arenas.  After graduating from the Sydney Conservatorium, Daniel and his classical-
crossover group Aston were offered a record contract with Warner Music Australia.  Their debut album is 
planned for release early 2010.
